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Longspan Handling and Installation

It is the building contractor’s responsibility to unload the Web Joist trusses from the
truck and for all handling thereafter. The Web Joist truss guarantee only applies as
long as the product is not damaged or altered in any way, is installed in a workmanlike
manner and according to Web Joist suggested installation information below.

Personal injury or death may result from failure to read and foliow this information.

Because of width to length ratio, long trusses can be unstable and care must be used
when handling trusses to avoid any damage to workers or trusses.

Trusses will be delivered 1o the jobsite in bundles of nineteen or fewer, banded together
for handling and shipment. To avoid damage they should be left in these bundles until
they are ready to be installed in the structure.

When removing bundles from a truck, suggest using two forklifts at ¥ points. The forks

Always set truss bundies on stickers placed at the truss pin locations. Never store

trusses flat or set trusses directly on the ground or in contact with standing water.

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Workers should use caution when cutting the bands on bundles to avoid possible injury
from flying bands or toppling trusses.

When installing a single truss (or pair of trusses), use a lift boom or crane with spreader
bar (30 Ft. Min.) to lift member(s) into place and secure truss (or pair of trusses) before
removing spreader bar. Do not recommend using forklift.
